J.  Future Major Pedestrian Routes

The existing PepsiCo campus features an extensive network of pedestrian routes,
trails and paths for both employees and the visitors to the Donald M. Kendall
Sculpture Gardens.

Numerous sidewalks and paved walkways connect the perimeter parking areas to the
building complex. Some of these walkways would be extended to provide access to
proposed parking areas.

The Donald M. Kendall Sculpture Gardens are connected throughout by the
“Golden Path”, a decorative stone walkway which winds throughout the PepsiCo
campus providing access to the various sculptures. The proposed Welcome Center
will have a direct connection to the Golden Path and as well as extending it to a
wooden boardwalk proposed to be constructed over the restored wetlands. The
boardwalk will provide visitors with the opportunity to interact with educational
exhibits about the gardens and the proposed wetland mitigation area.

k. Highway Projects Programmed or Under Construction In and Near the
Transportation Study Area

There are no planned roadway improvements by the New York State Department of
Transportation (NYSDOT) or Westchester County Department of Public Works
along Anderson Hill Road or Lincoln Avenue. .

|. Snow Storage Areas for Internal Parking Lots

Snow storage is currently provided in the various islands and around the perimeters of
the parking areas. PepsiCo will continue this practice within the existing and
proposed surface parking areas.

The proposed parking areas adjacent to the Welcome Center will provide areas for
snow storage around the perimeter of each parking area as well as along the fringe
areas of the proposed biofilter islands in the centers of the parking areas.

m. Changes to Internal Vehicle Circulation Including Maintenance Vehicle
Circulation

Access to the site and parking areas will continue to be via the main campus entrance
off Anderson Hill Road via a gate controlled entry. Employee parking will continue
in the perimeter parking areas accessed from the internal loop road, utilizing the
existing access points along said road. One additional access point is proposed for
the proposed parking near the 'P' pond.

Corporate visitors to the campus will stop at the gatehouse on the main entrance and
obtain a temporary parking permit as at present.

Visitors to the Donald M. Kendall Sculpture Garden will be directed to use the new
Welcome Center entrance off Anderson Hill Road, east of the main entrance. This
new gate-controlled access will provide access to the 158 parking spaces adjacent to
the Welcome Center and will be closed when the Welcome Center is closed. A gated
driveway will connect the Welcome Center parking to the perimeter parking and
existing loop road. This will allow for overflow parking when needed, but will
otherwise remain closed.

The proposed internal connector drive to the Calloway House will allow vehicles to
access this portion of the property from the internal loop road, without having to drive
on Lincoln Avenue as is done currently.
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A “delivery only” access driveway will continue to provides access to the site from
the east side of Lincoln Avenue for deliveries. No changes are proposed to this
signalized intersection.

PepsiCo's internal maintenance vehicles will continue to access areas of the site via
existing and proposed internal roadways and trails. The proposed maintenance /
storage area in the northeast corner of the site will be accessible to maintenance
vehicles internally via an upgraded gravel access drive. This internal drive will be
reconfigured to provide more direct access to the maintenance / storage area and to
enhance the buffer area along the Blind Brook.

External maintenance vehicles hauling material to or from the site will utilize the
improved driveway at the northeast corner of the site. This improved driveway uses
an existing curb cut on Anderson Hill Road, but has been realigned to enhance the
buffer area along the Blind Brook.

Proposed Mitigation

a. Intersection and Roadway Improvements

As previously noted, a separate westbound left turn lane is proposed on Anderson Hill
Road for entering traffic at the proposed Welcome Center driveway. As indicated on
the Conceptual Highway Improvement Plan (included in the full Traffic Impact Study
included in Appendix C of this DEIS), with the provision of the separate left turn lane
for westbound traffic, adequate stopping and intersection sight distance can be
provided for the 35mph posted speed limit.

b. On-Site Signage
On-site signage will be provided for traffic control as needed and as depicted on the

Layout Plans prepared for the project. Proposed traffic control signage is shown on
Exhibit 111.1-17.

A new entrance sign is proposed at the Welcome Center access drive off Anderson
Hill Road and is depicted on Exhibit 111.1-18.

Other on-site signage will be provided as necessary and in a manner consistent with
existing signs to direct visitors, deliveries, etc.
