Recyclable beverage cartons consist predominantly of cardboard and include waxy cartons used for juice and milk (sometimes called gable-top containers); soup and broth; cream; and egg substitutes.
Although mostly made of cardboard, the cartons should be included with other recyclable beverage containers made of glass, plastic and metal for collection.  They should not be included with paper and cardboard recyclables.

Gable top:	 Gable top cartons are often used for liquid products such as milk, juice, etc. These use polyethylene-coated liquid packaging board and sometimes a foil laminate. Most are opened by pushing open the gables at the top back and pulling the top (spout) out. Some have fitments to assist in opening and pouring the contents.
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
